Onsite Mentoring Application

ITEP is coordinating an onsite mentoring project as part of our Tribal Solid Waste Education and Assistance Program (TSWEAP). If your tribe is facing challenges in implementing waste diversion or source reduction activities as part of your solid waste program (for example recycling, composting, minimizing hazardous substances in your waste stream, making tribally-owned facilities more sustainable, etc.) – then this may be the way for you to move forward. Please keep in mind this mentor opportunity is focused on helping you overcome a specific challenge you are facing, rather than assisting with creating, or completely overhauling, your entire solid waste management program.  
Applicants may choose one of two ways to participate in this mentoring program:
· You may select to have a tribal professional visit your tribe. A mentor with experience in the type of activity you are interested in developing will visit your tribe. The mentor will evaluate your current operations, meet with staff from your tribe, and make recommendations on how you can succeed. If this option is selected, ITEP will reimburse all travel expenses incurred by the visiting mentor.
· You may select to send one of your staff to a tribe doing exceptional work in the types of activities you are interested in pursuing. If this option is selected, ITEP will reimburse all travel expenses incurred by your staff member.
This will be a competitive process. Successful applicants will need to demonstrate their commitment to create and initiate projects for their tribe. The more details you provide the better the chance we may be able to find you a suitable mentor.
Expectations of Mentee (if application is chosen)
· Agree to have a call with ITEP and the mentor 
· Complete the onsite mentor match within two months of the call (dates will be determined together by mentor and mentee)
· Turn in a post mentee evaluation and case study write up to ITEP describing your experience within two weeks of completing the match
