Implementing and Managing Tribal Recycling Programs

The Institute for Tribal Environmental Professionals will be offering our "Implementing and Managing Tribal Recycling Programs" course in Mobile, Alabama, April 28-30 2020, for employees of federally-recognized tribes. 
During this course you will hear from other tribal professionals who oversee successful recycling programs, visit the Poarch Band of Creek Indians’ Recycling Facility (and participate in a waste audit activity), and ask questions of several local recycling business representatives. This course will have a strong emphasis on understanding current recycling trends, management issues, and creating sustainable and efficient operations. In addition to lectures, panel discussions, and site visits, there will be small group activities and time to interact with your colleagues. 
This course will be limited to twenty participants. We anticipate a high degree of interest in this course, so a maximum of two applications from any one tribe will be considered. We will be reviewing all applications as we receive them, and select the successful applicants. Those individuals selected to attend the course will have their lodging expenses covered by ITEP. All participants are responsible for their own travel and per diem expenses.

I. Transportation Arrangements
