This special event will include two days of classroom instruction, as well as an all-day trip to multiple areas of the Tar Creek Superfund Site led by staff from the Quapaw Tribe.

The deadline for applications is February 15, 2017. Attendees from federally-recognized tribes will have their lodging paid for and will be reimbursed for their travel and per diem costs.

Activities will include: 
· Tuesday, April 18: This day’s classroom training will include a background on the Quapaw Tribe’s assessment and cleanup activities, cleanup from the Quapaw Tribal government’s perspective, how to develop and use tribal cleanup standards, building tribal capacity to conduct cleanup activities, addressing land use issues, and land acquisition and future activities at Tar Creek. 
· Wednesday, April 19: Attendees will be bused to the Tar Creek Superfund site. We will spend all day participating in a comprehensive site visit hosted by the Quapaw Tribe. Tribal staff are putting together an extremely exciting itinerary which will include multiple stops including remedial and restoration projects and sites of concern. 
· Thursday, April 20: Attendees will have the opportunity to participate in a question and answer session with staff from the Quapaw Tribe following the previous day’s trip, hear a special presentation from a downstream Tribe (Cherokee Nation), and then engage in a roundtable discussion with other members of the Tribal Superfund Working Group about technologies and/or methods used for cleanup activities. The course will end at 5:00 pm.
