Respect and uphold Tribal sovereignty &
self-determination.

Tribal sovereignty and self-determination help to counteract
historical trauma, disproportionate climate change impacts, and
vulnerability, and are strong themes in the Recommendations
across all chapters. The remedial dynamic of recognizing and
respecting the pre-existing right of self-determination of Tribes
should be acknowledged.

Integrate holistic responses in line with Tribal values.

Tribal worldviews, experiences, and responses embody
interconnectedness. Cascading impacts from, and
